PUBLIC NOTICE 

For Solid Waste Management Plan Update 2013 - 2017

The county name County Fiscal Court / board name 109 Board (governing body) proposes to adopt the county’s Solid Waste Management Plan update per 401 KAR 49:011, Section 5.  The plan, if approved, will serve as the basis for handling solid waste management issues in county name County, (including the City of city name), for the years 2013 – 2017. 


The proposed plan is available for public inspection beginning day, date, at the following locations during their normal business hours: 


+County name Judge/Executive’s office, street address.


+County name Public Library (name of city), street address.

+Name of city City Hall, street address.

Additional information about this plan is available from insert name, county name Solid Waste Coordinator, at phone number.  Anyone unable to review the plan at the above locations may call and request that a copy be mailed to them.  


Any person wishing to comment on the plan may do so by providing comments no later than close of business on the 30th day of the public notice, to the county name County Fiscal Court at address.  Any person wishing to be heard at a public hearing must make a request via telephone, fax, email, or written communication, to the governing body identified above, no later than close of business (COB) on the 30th day.


A public hearing is scheduled on day, date, time to receive public comments on the plan. The hearing will be held at the county name County Courthouse. However, if no request for a public hearing has been received by date, the hearing may not be held. 

The Governing Body will respond to written public comments within 15 days of the close of the public comment period, and will consider the plan for passage at the month fiscal court meeting.  The plan, if approved, will then be submitted to the Kentucky Energy and Environment Cabinet for review and approval.
This sample public notice is provided for your convenience.  Remember to follow the 
public information procedures as outlined in 401 KAR 49:011, Section 2.


FIRST PARAGRAPH – If your county’s governing body is the fiscal court, delete reference to the 109 Board.  Include any city/ies that are included in the county’s named collection system; delete reference to cities if it is not applicable. 


SECOND PARAGRAPH – Insert the day and date when the plan is first published.  The public notice period is for thirty-calendar days (30). Insert county names and addresses for all locations where the plan will be available.  Add as many locations for citizens to see the plan to ensure it is available countywide.


THIRD PARAGRAPH - Insert the solid waste coordinator’s name and the county name and phone number.  If your county does not have a solid waste coordinator, replace with the Judge/Executive’s (or 109 Board Chairman) name and phone number.


FOURTH PARAGRAPH - Insert the date, which will be the last day of the thirty-day (30) public notice period.  Insert the county name and address for the fiscal court; delete reference to the fiscal court and replace with 109 Board information, if a 109 Board is the governing body.

FIFTH PARAGRAPH – The request for a public hearing can be by any mode; telephone, fax, email, written, etc.   


SIXTH PARAGRAPH – We encourage you to include the public hearing information in your initial thirty-day (30) public notice to save time. Insert information as necessary to advise the public of the time and location of the public hearing. The date may be after close of business (COB) on the thirtieth day, the thirty-first (31st) day (or the next appropriate weekday) after the 30 day public comment period. If no one requests a public hearing during the thirty-day (30) public notice period, the governing body may cancel the public hearing.  

If someone requests a public hearing on the thirtieth day of the public notice period and the governing body did not schedule one; it would be necessary for the governing body to provide at least a seven (7) day public notice for the public hearing date.


SEVENTH PARAGRAPH – Insert the month of the fiscal court meeting (or the 109 Board meeting) for approval of the plan. 
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
