CRUMB RUBBER GRANT APPLICATION
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PURPOSE

This grant provides financial assistance to projects that develop crumb rubber or mulch beneficial end-use markets for waste tires generated in Kentucky
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GENERAL INFORMATION

The cabinet is accepting grant proposals that promote the use of recycled waste tires for athletic fields, playgrounds, and other crumb rubber or mulch applications that meets the criteria of the grant program.  The grant is a 75/25 match grant.

To a limited degree, the cabinet will consider funding research and development proposals for experimental practices or technologies. The cabinet reserves the right to reject proposals that are inconsistent with the expressed market development objectives. The cabinet must approve all materials prior to purchase agreements.
If a county is out of compliance with their Solid Waste Management Plan, no entity in that county is eligible to receive a grant.
1. APPLICANT PROFILE

Private individuals or entities, owners of commercial entities operating within the Commonwealth of Kentucky, public school districts, private schools, city and county governments, entities operating public parks, and state agencies are eligible to submit applications per KRS 224.50-848. Due to limited funding, prior recipients of waste tire grants are not eligible in this grant cycle for similar projects at the same location.

Note: The Cabinet reserves the right to reject applications from anyone who has been convicted of defrauding the Commonwealth of Kentucky, has failed to honor a previous contractual agreement with the Commonwealth, has substantially failed to execute a previous project funded by the Commonwealth due to negligence, mismanagement, deception or has performed unsatisfactorily in the execution of any other previous grant or contract.

Signature

The head of the agency or unit should sign the grant request. Example, for a school, this would be the superintendent; for a city, the mayor; or a county, the judge-executive. For those projects that require authorization by a board such as the school board, city council or fiscal court, enclose the minutes of the meeting passing the expenditure of the matching funds.

2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION  
As attachment #1, describe the proposed project and its objectives, including the rationale for the project, the number of people served by the project, and the approximate geographic area or community that will from the project.  
Example, for a county or city park, state the county or city served, its population, and the number of residents using the park.
Example, for a school, state the boundaries of the area served by that school. For a high school, it may be an entire school district, while for an elementary school it may be a smaller area. State the population served by the school. 

3. MATERIAL DETAIL
As attachment #2, provide written documentation regarding the quality, quantity and cost of the waste tire material.  

Contractor: If using a top-dressing contractor, request calculations in the bid or estimate document. 
Source:  Kentucky waste tires would be the source of the rubber and the proposed tracking system. Kentucky law requires a receipt from tire store to transporter to processor. The supplier should provide a summary of the receipts stating the source of the tires.
Quality: State the size of crumb rubber that you are using. The size may be as small as 10/20 mesh, or as large as ¼ inch crumb rubber. 

Quantity: State the amount needed to complete the project. 

For example, for an entire football field, 30 tons is needed for Bermuda fields and 45 tons for Fescue or Bluegrass fields.  For the entire large soccer field, 45 tons is needed for a Bermuda field and 60 tons for a Fescue or Bluegrass field.
For playgrounds, the mulch should be at least 6 inches deep.
Cost: Call several crumb rubber producers. 

4. PROMOTION DETAIL

As attachment #3, provide a plan to inform and educate the surrounding community about the project.  You may attach examples of proposed newspaper articles or other media types intended to be used.  (Pertinent facts for the suggested release may be found on our website www.waste.ky.gov)
We require a sign recognizing EEC as the source of 75% of the money, and your entity 25%. Samples of signage are available at www.waste.ky.gov

Progress Reports are required and must be submitted as determined by the cabinet. For projects such as spreading crumb rubber on an athletic field, only one construction report is required at the end of the work. The cabinet requires two annual reports for statistics on reduced injuries and the increased number of events on athletic fields. Please note that the cabinet will use the completion dates to assess grant compliance.
6. LETTERS OF ENDORSEMENT

As attachment #4, include letters of endorsement from the principal of the school, athletic director, coaches, PTO president and other similar persons. Include public officials such as legislators, mayors, county judge-executives, and others.

7. BUDGET DETAIL

Waste Tire Materials is the cost of the crumb rubber.

Transportation is the cost of transporting the crumb rubber.

Application of Material is the cost of spreading the crumb rubber including equipment and personnel.  If volunteers are used, report the number of volunteers and their hours, and any type of machinery used. 

Promotional and Educational costs may be applied toward the required 25% match.  Provide costs for press releases.  
Grantees must submit all required documentation.

The cabinet reserves the right to suspend the grant program to accommodate other programmatic changes or initiatives. 
Failure to comply with reporting requirements will result in reimbursement of funds and ineligibility for future EEC grants.
Any change to the proposed project, after award of the grant, must be approved by the cabinet.

All grantees must submit financial documents and required reports to EEC, Division of Waste Management by January 31, 2013.
