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The clean-up project to remediate 

historical trichloroethene (TCE) 

contamination at Solid Waste Man-

agement Unit (SWMU) 1 was com-

pleted on Oct. 8, 2015.  The pro-

ject deployed eight foot diameter 

augers to mix the TCE-laden soils 

from the surface down to a depth 

approaching 65 feet below the 

ground surface.  During mixing 

operations steam was injected 

through the auger and a vacuum 

was maintained at the surface via 

a 12-foot diameter shroud.  This 

process was repeated until con-

centrations in the vapor stream 

SWMU 1 during  soil stabilization with lime. met pre-determined criteria.  The final 

remedial step injected zero-valent 

iron at varying concentrations which 

were dependent upon the initial con-

centrations observed in the vapor 

stream.  Once all of the heavy-

equipment was removed, soil stabili-

zation efforts commenced and lime 

was used to amend the soil.  Lime 

stabilization activities were completed 

on Nov. 13
th
.  Final grading of the site, 

including returning four feet of soil 

removed prior to treatment, will take 

place as weather permits. Post-

treatment sampling will take place in 

about six months, to allow time for the 

subsurface soil to cool down, which will 

also allow the zero-valent iron to further 

interact with any residual TCE.  

DOE has estimated that approximately 

25 gallons of TCE was recovered from 

the steam/vapor treatment process. The 

amount of TCE that was destroyed and/

or treated in-situ as a result of the steam 

and zero-valent iron injections is ex-

pected to be much greater than the 

amount recovered.
