2011 Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant Program
Dear Judge:

The Division of Waste Management is pleased to announce funding for the cleanup of illegal open dumps. There have been some significant changes in this program since last year, so please be sure to read this letter and the attachments carefully and to fill out the application in its entirety.  
· One important change this year is that we have lengthened the grant cycle from 12 months to 14 months.  The grant period will be from November 1, 2010 until December 31, 2011.  This will give grantees two additional months during the grant cycle to address illegal open dumps.

· Another important change is our experiment this cycle with “supplemental grants.”  Counties that (1) clean the approved dumps listed on their original application, (2) obtain final closeout on those dumps, and (3) still have grant money remaining, may apply to clean additional dumps with that leftover money rather than send that money back.  Any supplemental application will be due no later than June 1, 2011.  Any approved additional dumps will still need to be remediated by December 31, 2011.  For detailed information, see the enclosed information sheet on “Supplemental Applications.”   

· Near the top of each form in this packet is the instruction “Check one of the following boxes” and below that are boxes marked “Original Grant” and “Supplemental Grant.”  Unless you are submitting forms in connection with a supplemental grant, check the box marked “Original Grant.”  Later, if you apply for a supplemental grant, you can use these same blank forms but check the box marked “Supplemental Grant.”      
· An “illegal open dump,” as defined in 401 KAR 49:080, Section 1, means any facility or site for the disposal of solid waste that does not have a valid permit issued by the cabinet or does not meet the standards established by the cabinet and is equal to or greater than two (2) consolidated cubic yards of solid waste.

· Applications for an Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant must be received by 4:30pm EST on September 1, 2010.  Any application received after this date (except for supplemental applications), or any incomplete application, will not be considered for the grant program unless an extension has been requested by the county and approved by the cabinet.

· Grants funds may be spent from November 1, 2010 through December 31, 2011, unless an extension has been requested by the county and approved by the cabinet.

· The Illegal Open Dump Grant Program Final Expense Worksheet must be submitted not later than January 31, 2012.

· In the grant application, identify each illegal open dump for which the county is requesting grant funding.    The illegal open dumps selected by your county for the 2011 Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant Program should reflect those the county can complete by the end of the grant period.
·  As in the past, we are allowing counties to clean a dump at its own expense before applying for grant funds and then apply for reimbursement of the actual costs, so long as the county still gets a pre-inspection before submitting the application and then a post-inspection to verify the dump was properly cleaned.  Note that the application will be subject to the funding and other applicable criteria in the grant cycle during which the application is submitted. 

· Review each estimated project budget for accuracy. 
· An Illegal Open Dump Characterization Sheet and the two-page ILLEGAL OPEN DUMP GRANT PROGRAM Estimated Expense Worksheet must accompany the grant application.  

· For FEMA rates for equipment, see Attachment D.  For FEMA rates for equipment not listed on Attachment D, see www.fema.gov/government/grant/pa/eqrates.shtm.

· A twenty-five (25%) percent match, either in-kind or actual dollars, is required for individual dumps costing less than $50,000.  

· Illegal open dumps must be pre-inspected by Division of Waste Management inspectors before you apply for an Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant. (Check with a DWM regional office inspector for a copy of the pre-inspection form.)
· The Illegal Open Dump Grant Remediation Agreement outlines the requirements each county shall agree to in order to receive grant funding.

If you wish to participate in the Illegal Open Dump Grant Remediation Program, submit a completed Grant Application and Signed Grant Agreement, to the address below by close of business September 1, 2010.
