Dear County Judge Executive and/or 109 Board Chair:
Now is the time to apply for 2011 Litter Abatement Grant Funding.  The purpose of this letter is to provide you with information about the Litter Abatement Grant program, including highlighting some important changes, and to provide you with a copy of the grant agreement.  Regarding the changes, the division met several times with representatives of the regulated community and then streamlined the program to reduce the paperwork burden while still meeting statutory responsibilities.  For this grant cycle:   
· There is no match requirement for this grant. 
· The signed “County Request and Agreement for Litter Abatement Grant Funding,” attached, must be received in this office by close of business November 1, 2010, pursuant to KRS 224.43-505.  Litter abatement grant agreements received after that date will not be accepted.
· The amount of grant funding each county is eligible to receive will not be determined until after November 1, 2010.  Once all applications are received, the amount of funding available per county will be calculated in accordance with statutory requirements. 
· The litter abatement grant funding is to be used for direct expenses, as defined in 401 KAR 49:080 Section 3, incurred during calendar year 2011, associated with anti-litter control programs; for litter cleanup on public roads as provided in KRS 224.43-505; and to meet the requirements established in KRS 224.43-345.
· Counties are not responsible for contacting their eligible cities before applying for this grant.    The cabinet will notify all incorporated cities of the availability of and eligibility requirements for this grant; enter into agreements directly with those eligible cities that apply; and obtain program information directly from those grantee cities rather than from the counties.  If an incorporated city does not receive litter grant funding from the cabinet, then the county is responsible for performing two (2) city street cleanups in that incorporated city during the calendar year.  401 KAR Section 4(2).     
· By March 1, 2012, the county shall submit along with its Annual Report a completed “Litter Abatement Annual Reporting Form” as well as a completed “Certification of Use of Litter Abatement Grant Funding” signed by the head of the governing body.  .  Note that these are new forms, copies of which are being provided to you with this 2011 Litter Abatement Grant packet.  By submitting these completed forms, the county is providing the cabinet with necessary information about its annual litter abatement program and will not need to provide any information about litter abatement activities or expenditures on the actual Annual Report form itself.      
· Litter abatement grant funds not spent during calendar year 2011 must be reimbursed to the cabinet by April 1, 2012.
· Per 401 KAR 49:080, Section 6, any county failing to comply with the terms of the litter abatement grant agreement shall be ineligible for litter abatement grant funding for the following year. 
Litter abatement grant funds will be disbursed by approximately January 1, 2011.  Please verify address and Federal ID information on the Litter Abatement Grant Funding agreement for accuracy.  Submit the signed litter abatement grant form by close of business on November 1, 2010 to:

COUNTY REQUEST AND AGREEMENT FOR LITTER ABATEMENT GRANT FUNDING

__________________ County hereby applies for grant funding for litter abatement activities allowed pursuant to KRS 224.43-505.  

The county understands and agrees to the following terms and conditions: 
· The applicant shall conduct three litter cleanups along public roads each year as required by KRS 224.43-345, 401 KAR 49:080 Section 1(5), and 401 KAR 49:080 Section 4(1).  A public road cleanup is defined as the “cleanup of litter along a number of public road miles equivalent to one-third (1/3) of the total public road miles in the solid waste management area, excluding total city street miles.”  If an incorporated city does not receive litter grant funding from the cabinet, then the county shall perform two (2) city street cleanups in that incorporated city during the calendar year as required by 401 KAR 49:080 Section 4(2)..  A city street cleanup is defined as the “cleanup of litter along a number of city street miles equivalent to one-half (1/2) of a city’s total street miles.”    
· The amount of litter abatement grant funding is determined in accordance with KRS 224.43-505 and the number of applicants applying for the grant.
· The litter abatement grant funding shall be used for direct expenses, as defined in 401 KAR 49:080 Section 3, incurred during calendar year 2011, associated with anti-litter control programs, for litter cleanup on public roads as provided in KRS 224.43-505, and to meet the requirements established in KRS 224.43-345.  
· By March 1, 2012, the county shall submit along with its Annual Report a completed “Litter Abatement Annual Reporting Form” as well as a completed “Certification of Use of Litter Abatement Grant Funding” signed by the head of the governing body.  Litter abatement grant funds not spent during the calendar year shall be reimbursed to the Cabinet by April 1 of the following year.
